There were people living there — Native Americans or
American Indians. They had red skin. The white men gave them the names red men or Indians.
America is best known as the country of business — turning one dollar into a million of dollars in a short period of time. Who has never
heard of “American Dream”? Americans strongly believe that if you work hard, you can achieve everything.
There are some unusual places in the USA. One of them is Death Valley. It is the lowest, driest and hottest place in North America. The
Grand Canyon may be one of the most beautiful places to visit. One more perfect place to visit is the Niagara Falls on the Niagara river.

Canada
Canada is situated in the northern part of the continent of North America. Canada is a country of lakes. It has 7 of the world’s largest
lakes?
